They are any person who has shared in the awards granted by
the Indian Claims camlission in Dockets 88, 330 and 330-A to the Soutl1ern
Paiute Indian l~ation; or in Dockets 31, 37, 80, 80-D, 176, 215, 333, and 347
to "Certain Indians of California; or in Dockets 351 and 351-A to the
CheIehuevis; or in Docket 17 to the Millleur Paiutes; or whose Indian ancestry
is derived solely fI:Un tile Walpapi Paiutes, Yahooskin Snakes, BaIU1ocks or
Wes tern Monos; or is a nenber of the Quechan Tribe or of the Washoe Tribe of
Nevada and California.
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
