':i'he Bureau of Indian Affairs has requested a substantial increase in funding
for the operation of Indian programs in fiscal year 1976. Its budget request of
$526.9 million for these prograIr5 is approxjjnately $48 million greater than the
appr~riations for the fiscal year ending June 30, 1975.

In addition to the funds reql,lested for the ~ration of Indian programs, the
Bureau has requested app~riation of $61.4 million for construction of irrigation
systems, buildings and utilities: $66.7 million for road construction~ $70 million
for Alaska Native ClairilS: $12 million to ca:rplete the authorized fun:iing of the
IIxiian Revolving wan Fund, and $20 million for the loan Guaranty and Insurance
Fund. The app~riation request totals $757,031,000.

For the first t~ funds were ~cifically rEC'quested for tile pa~t of

~ administrative costs comected with tribal contracts for the operation of
Indian p1:ograIllS. This itan accounts for $11.2 million of the $48 million increase.

The Indian Action Team p:rcxJram also rereived an increase exceeding $11
million. The expanded program will proviae for 50 contracts inVOlving t[()re than
3,000 Ir.d.ians in training and work ~rienre projects that noDTJally result in
the (X)IlStructian of on-reservation facilities for camumity aevelC?I:1rellt.

For Indian Education PrCXJrams $230.2 n'.illion was requested. This is an
increase of $3.7 million. The request includes about $32 million for higher
ooucation assistance and $28 million in Jolmson..-Q'r.lalley funds for prCX]raInS in.-
public sci.lools.

The ~st for $86.5 million for tribal resources devel~nt, incl\,1ding
tne Indjan Action Team expansion, is an increase of $16.2 million. ~ of the
lat"ger itans in this re:JlJest were $26.4 million for forestry and ag-,:iculture:
$14 million for direct e1"Pl~t, arid $14 million for business enterprises.
This last ita-a inci1.x1es $10 million authorized by the IIxlian Financing A t of
1974.
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For trust responsibilities and services $20.9 million was r~sted --an
increase of $2.3 million. 1\m)ng other tllings, this increase will pennit initiating
35 additional water studies, aIxl cx:xrIpleting 5 water use plans no..l i.1riderway. It
will also provide for increasing lan:l appraisals, lease and manageIrent services ~
strengti1ening trust fund Ii'a.nagerent and accx:>unting servioos.

A re:ruest of $83.2 million was sub:nitted for general rnanagerrent and
facilities operations. This is an increase of $18.2 million, but includes the
request for Indian contract support funds. AL."1¥)st $60 million of this aIrount is
for tile operation, repair, maintenance and leasing of physical facilities in
support of Bureau programs. For the general nanagerrent and administration of the
Bureau is $7.8 million and $2.6 million for annual PrograIrl planning and develqlTent
at the reservation level.

The oonstruction program in fiscal year 1976 includes foods for 8 aalitional
kindergarten classrcx:Jr1S and 8 related staff quarters; for a joint sewage disposal
systan at Sitka, Alaska; construction of St. Michaels Day Scl.ool, Alaska; second
phase construction of Diarecle Day School, Alaska; construction of the second
phase of Santa Rosa ScllOOl, Arizona; construction of a rehabilitation, trea1:1rent
and incarCEration facility at San Carlos, Arizona; construction of the third
phase of the SOO.rman Indian iIigh School, California; and construction of a
replacerent high school at Fort Yates, ~1ort.~ Dakota on the Standing Rock Reserva-
tion. FuncJs a.lso will provide for design drawings for future projects and the
purctlase of E!quit:ilent for facilities nOli ooder oonstruction. Total reqoost for
FY 1976 is $31.0 million.

The proposed budget estbnates for irrigation systelr.s for fiscal year 1976
provides $22.8 million for the i~avajo Indian Irrigation Project located in
!~ Mexico and $7.6 n1illio."1 for otl1er irrigation projects and related p::1.'/er
systems.

The Bureau has r~sted $827,392,000 in budget authority. This authoriz-a-
tion is required to enable the Bureau to obligate both tl-1e app~riated funds and
rereipts fra:t ot.,er sour~s, sum as pent'anent and trust funds not included in
the annual app~riation.

The Government of the United States in fulfilling its responsibilities
to the American Indians provides opportunities for Indians to develop and
utilize their complete potentials and capabilities.

-The Bureau of Indian Affairs' budget request for fiscal year 1976
includes $827,392,000 in budget authority. This amount is made up of
$690,326~OOO in annual appropriations and $137,066,000 in permanent and
trust funds. In addition to the $690,326,000 of the annual appropriation
request in new budget authority, the Bureau is also requesting an annual
appropriation of $66~705,000 to liquidate obligations incurred under con-
tract authority for Bureau roads thus making a total request in annual
appropriations of $757~031~000. The largest single item is $230.2 million
for Indian Education. Approximately $80.5 million is for social services
and housing; $12.3 million for law enforcement on reservations; $70.9
million for development of tribal resources; $15.6 million for Indian
Action Teamsjand $12.0 million for aid to tribal government. Protection
of Indian natural resources rights and real estate and finapcia1 trust

-services is proposed at $20.9 mil1ionj $84.5 million for general management
and facilities operations of which $11.2 million is for contract support

( ' with Indian tribes. Also included is $61.4 million for general con-

struction; and $70.0 million for the Alaska Native claims. The Indian
Financing Act of 1974 authorized an increase of $50.0 million to the
Revolving Fund for Loans and $20.0 million per year over a period of three
consecutive years for Loan Guaranty and Insurance. In fiscal year 1975
$38.0 million was appropriated for the Revolving Loan and $20.0 million
for Loan Guaranty. The Bureau of Indian Affairs' budget request for
fiscal year 1976 incJ.,-'des $12.0 million and $20.0 million respectively for
these tw~ ap?ropri~tions.

When permanent and trust funds are excluded, cash to liquidate
obligations for road construction is shOTm rather than contract authority
and funds requested for the Revolving J~oan fund are excluded from both
FY 1975 and FY 1.<176 the esti",~"tes reflect an increase-.of $48,095,000 in
FY 1976 over FY 1975.

Indian Education:,
In fiscal year 1976, $230.2 million is requested for Indian education.
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Among other efforts it will pro\Yide program assistance for approximately ~.
.113,000 Indian students who will be u~tending public schools. ~onies are

needed to provid= for special educatio:\ projects such as special English
language teachers, bicultural classes, kindergartens, and school-home
coordinators.



Indian Services -

The major emphasis of the Indian Services program in fiscal year 1976
will be on expanded law enforcement services as well as meeting social
services needs. The request of $12.3 million for law enforcement will
enable the Bureau to provide services at various locations where juris-
diction has been retroceded by the State. It will also provide services
in the Navajo-Hopi joint use area. Improvements will be made in detention,
training and inspection programs. This is an increase of $2.2 million
over fiscal year 1975.

The proposal of $66.2 million for fiscal year 1976 social services
represents an increase of $2.2 million over fiscal year 1975. This
increase is necessitated by increased unit costs especially for childwelfare. 

The general assistance case1oad is estimated at over 70,000 and
child welfare to be over 3,000.

The Bureau's fiscal year 1976 budget calls for $14.3 million for
housing. While the bulk of new home construction on reservations is the
responsibility of the Department of Housing and Urban Development under
separate appropriations, Bureau of Indian Affairs' programs will account
for about 400 new homes and mure than 2,250 renovations.

In fiscal year 1976t $86.5 million is requested for the development
of tribal resources an incre:?se of $16.2 ml1lion~ver fiscal year 1975.

Primary efforts will be directed to manpower development programs including
increased opportunities for Indian emplo~ent; an intens-ified t'rogram for
the conservation, development and utilization of n~tural resources, in-
cluding the development of the first 10,000 acre b...OCK'of the Navajo Indian

I1:'rigation project; and improved road m.-ntenance services.

An expanded program for Indian Action Teams will provide for 50
contracts involving ~Qre than 3,000 Il'1dians in training and work experience
programs that normally result in the cul1struction of on:'reservation
facilities .for community improvement.
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The additional $3.0 million over the fiscal year 1975 level for
.~ forestry an~ agricu~t~re ~iJl be used to further.st:engthen conserv~tion,

..development, and ut1.11.zat1.on efforts on the 53 m1.1l1.on acres of Ind1.an.lands. 
Included are $0.9 million to complete on-farm development work

on the first 10,000 acre block of the Navajo Indian Irrigation Project to
which water deliveries are expected in the spring of 1976. Also included

.is -$0.7 million for first-year operation and maintenance of the_Navajo Project

facilities.

The $1.0 million increase for road maintenance will provide improved
levels of service on the 21,500 miles of Indian road network serving 177
reservations.

Trust Responsibilities and Services

The request of $20.9 million for fulfilling the Government's trust
responsibilities in fiscal year 1976 provides for an increase of $2.3
million over fiscal year 1975. Primary emphasis will be directed to
protecting Indian rights in water and other property, and in strengthening
real estate and financial management services. -.'

An increase of $1.1 million for water, hunting and fishing, and other
rights protection work will provide for initiating 35 additional water
studies, for completing 5 water use plans now underway, and for filing
or appealing additional litigation cases. In addition, programs will
also be strengthened to assure that environmental quality standards are

4i)being maintained.

A,$l.2 million increase for trust services will provide urgent back-
logged land appraisals, lease and management services, increasing the
number of appraisals by 500, and land conveyance, rights-of-way, and other..
lease services by over 4,000. In addition, trust fund management and
accounting services will be strengthened for the estimated $487.3 million
1~ Indian monies invested and for tribal and individual Indian accounts
being serviced.

~neral Management and Facilities Operations

Included in the fiscal year 1976 budget request are funds to provide
f,.,r the general management and administration of the Bureau ($7.8 million);
annual program planning and development at :thereservation level ($2.6

million); safety management and employeeecompeasation ($2".3 million);
operation, repair and maintenance of physical facilities in support of

Bureau pro~rams ($54.6 million); $6.0 million for space provided by GSA
in CSA awned or leased facilities and for space leased directly by the
Bureau unde~ leasing authority granted by GSA; and $11.2 million for
overhead Jsts of Indian tribes or organizations associated with contracting
for operation of programs_:~ith the 3ur~~u and for costs related to the

displacement of Federal employees as a r;esult of these contracts.

The construction program in fiscal y~ar 1976 includes funds for 8
additional kindergarten classrooms and 8 related staff quarters; for a
joint sewage disposal system at Sitka, Alaska; construction of St. Michaels
Day School, Alaska; second phase construction of Diomede Day School,
Alaska; construction of the second phase of Santa Rosa School, Arizona;

The proposed budget estimates for irrigation systems for fiscal year
1975 provides $22.8 million for the Navajo Indian Irrigation Project
located in New Mexico and $7.6 million for other irrigation projects and
related power systems.

Road Construction on Indian Reservations

The Bureau of Indian Affairs will continue to emphasize in fiscal
year 19:16 the need for developing adequate road systetlts on Indian
reservations. Obligation authority in FY 1976 is $6.2 million over FY 1975.

Alaska Native Claims

Included in the fiscal year 1975 budget request is $70 million for
Alaska Native Claims. These funds will be used for the settlement of ..
land claims of Alaska Natives as authorized by Public Law 92-203, December
18,1971.

Revolvin~ Funds for Loans and Indian Loan and Guaranty !nsurance Funds .

The Indian Financing Act of 1974 (P.L. 93-262) authorized an increasc
of $50.0 million to the Revolving Fund of which $38.0 million was appro-
priat"tf in fiscal year 1975 leaving $12.0 million to be reqt'ested in fiscal
year ~976. With this iI"cre.;se to the fund.the authorization will total
$77.0 million. .

The Act al~v authorized $20.0 million for three consecutive years
(FY 1975,76, and 77) to cover operation of the Revolving Fund and to
pay ~nterest subsidies and insurance on guaranted 10a..s.
