The prCXJran is designed to help the tribes with the least resouroos

per capita to 11elp tllensel ves . The f1.mds provided are to 00 used for training

tribal officials or employees in sy-ills needed by the tribe, the establishIrent-u of sound reoord keeping systens, the revision of tribal election ordinances

and other projects airred at producing better tribal gOVenmelts.

"To implenent the !X)licy of Indian self-determination," Carmissioner
Tharpson said, "~nnlSt have tribal goverments capable of assuming
res!X)nsibili ty for reservation programs. The TGDP program helps the
neediest tribes achieve this capability. .It has been very ~ll received by
the Indian cx:nmuni ty ."

Tribes with less than 50 rrenbers are not eligible for the program.
About 50 tribes that applied were deteJ:Inined ineligible either because their
service population was tm small or their resources per capita tCXJ great.

It is expected that about $2.8 I:nillion will 00 distributed amJng the
112 tribes.
