BrA Route N9 project," Conmlissioner Thompson explained. "When completed,
this 100 mile stretch of road will be an allr\veather highway from U. S.
666, 15.5 miles north of Gallup, ~. M., acro~s the eastern part of the
Navajo Reservation to Torreon, N. M. via Crownpoint and Pueblo Pintado.
There it will connect with another surfaced road which goes into Cubs,
N. M." It also ties in with New 1'1exico State Highway 44.

The eastern part of the Navajo ReseJ:"vati.onl has been dependent upon
a dirt BrA Route N9. tvork began on the 100 mile project April 1963 with
the grading and draining of a stretch of road from U. S. 666 to CoyoteCanyon.
