"We are moving aggressively to insure that services provided to Indian

people by the Bureau of Indian Affairs are provided in a timely and effective

fashion,1I Mr. Bodman said.

Among the steps taken by Bodman are: Assignment of duties to his

deputies, CharlesG. Emley, Richard R. Rite, and William L. Rogers to administer

the operation of the day-to-day activities of the BIAjinstitution of a manage­
ment reporting system which will furnish feedback on progress and problems of
the headquarters and field supervisors ofBIA on a weekly basis j assignment of
increased responsibility to the 11 ar,ea directors in the field to rehssign and
tJ:'a,nsfer personnel previously requiring Washington headquarters approval.

"It is essential that we continue to provide the critical and life
supporting services to Indians without interruption," Mr. Bodman said.
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
