In 1946 he was named superintendent
of the Zuni Agency in New ~~xico and in 1948 became associate area director, ­
Navajo-J!opi jurisdiction, Window Rook, Ariz. In 1952 he transferred to the Tech­
nical Cooperation Administrat:l.on as deputy assistant administrator for Near East
and Africa.

He was born in St. Anthony, Idaho in 1914 and attended the University of
Idaho, and was graduated in 1940.
