In 1962 he held a similar position with the Bureau of Indian Affairs at Billings,

Mont. Prior to that he was for over 10 years director of Indian education for

the State government of South Dakota. He is the author of several articles on

Indian education.

superintendent of Cherokee Agency, Cherokee, N. C.
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
