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Have You Checked Your Spark Arrester Lately?

Fire season is here and fire officials urge local residents to check their equipment for proper spark arresters.  This includes all equipment except rubber tired highway vehicles.  Faulty or no spark arresters on ATV’s, chain saws, lawn mowers, wood splitters, off-highway motorcycles, generators, compressors, tractors, pumps and other internal combustion engines can potentially cause a wildfire.  


Take extra precautions and make sure your ATV or other off-highway vechicle has a spark arrester that is clean, properly installed and operational.  Always check your spark arrester before heading into brush or forested areas and never park your vehicle on dry grass.  


When operating stationary machinery, make sure dried grass, leaves and other flammable materials have been cleared away to bare dirt.  Have a fire extinguisher, bucket of water or hose and a shovel nearby for emergencies.
