The XX Reservation Business Committee, on the behalf of the XX Tribe, enacts the following Resolution:

WHEREAS,
the XX Reservation is a sovereignty, created by the Treaty of September 30, 1854, 10 Stat. 1109, as the perpetual home of the Tribal Name, which possesses the inherent jurisdiction and authority to exercise regulatory control within the boundaries of the XX Reservation; and

WHEREAS,
it is the sovereign obligation of the XX Reservation Business Committee, and the Governing Body of the XX Tribe, under the Indian reorganization Act, 25 U.S. C. section 461 et seq., and in accordance with the Indian Self Determination Act, P.L. 93-638, 25 U.S.C. section 450 et seq., to assume the responsibilities of Self-Government; and

WHEREAS,
uncontrolled wildland fire can threaten property and lives; and

WHEREAS,
most wildland fires on the XX Reservation are the result of human actions which can be reduced by fire prevention activities; and

WHEREAS,
the Bureau of Indian Affairs has funds available to support fire prevention activities; and

WHEREAS,
a Wildland Fire Prevention Plan is required to utilize the prevention funding; and

WHEREAS,
a XX State Agency Wildland Fire Prevention Plan with a specific XX  Reservation addendum has been prepared with the cooperation of  XX Tribal Resource Management and the Bureau of Indian Affairs,

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the XX Reservation Business Committee approves the XX State Agency Wildland Fire Prevention Plan and XX Tribe Reservation Addendum.
