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Fair Market Value Frequently Asked Questions



Q. What is the FMV? How is the value of the land figured? 

A. Appraisals are completed by the Department of the Interior for each tract of land. Your share of the appraisal on a particular tract is what your FMV is and what is shown on the offer.  Fair market value is the 100% value of the land base times your share.



Q. Is the amount negotiable? 

A. This amount is non-negotiable. This is a willing seller’s program, so you may decline sale if you wish.



Q. May I keep the minerals? 

A. Under this act we are not allowed to separate the surface rights and the minerals rights. A “both” tract is listed on your ITI as such and means surface and minerals have not been split.  If the tract has been split, you have the option of selling the surface or the minerals or declining them. Surface means above ground, mineral means underground (coal, oil, etc).



Q. If I sell my interests today will the value change if I would have waited to sell in the future?

A. The land may or may not change value. The values we are using for Great Plains are current as of December 2008.

Q.  Who am I selling this land to?

A.  The land is being bought with government funds, but the tribe is the one who controls the land. All land sold goes to the respective tribe in Trust with the US Government.



Q. What will the tribe do with this land? 

A. It is the Tribe’s decision to make use of the land as they see fit. They may build housing developments, health care facilities, community centers, infrastructure, schools, or farm the land, to name a few.



Q. May I get maps of the property in question?

A. Yes. Contact the Realty Officer at the respective Agency.



Q. Do you get a commission from each sale?

A. No, we do not get a commission.



Q. Will I be able to retire on this land?

A.  No. If you sell the land you may not be able to retire on the land. You would have to seek permission from the Tribe since they would be deeded as the new owners. 



Q. What can I do to speed up the process?

A. To speed up the process you can mail back all of the paperwork as soon as 

possible and make sure that all the information requested is provided and all forms filled out correctly. We will take care of the rest. 



Q. May I get a copy of all the paperwork?

A. Yes, we will be sending copies of the paperwork to you at the end of the sale. 



Q. May I get maps of the property in question?

A. Contact the Realty Officer at respective Agency



Q. Will this sale affect my child support? SS? General Assistance? 

A. We are not able to give you advice since we are not aware of what guidelines (SS) follows. What I am going to suggest is to speak with your social worker and they may inform you of its effects. The land sale will not affect your per capita. 



Q. Is this income taxable?

A. This income is not taxable. It is tax free money. 



Q. Why do you need to know my income?

A. That question is automatically listed on all land sale applications. Since it is a 

Government approved document we were not able to delete any of the questions. Regarding ILCP we do not use your income information for any reason. If you do not wish to disclose that information you may put N/A (Not Applicable). 

Q. Will ILCP be purchasing interests from other states?

A. Yes, we are currently purchasing nationwide. Tell the landowner you will take a look at their land interests and get something sent to them in the mail (offer, no interests/funds/guidelines letter)



Q. Where am I at in the process?

A. Call the CAC that is processing your paperwork. 



Q. Where can I find a notary public?

A. We have a few notaries in our offices that would be more than happy to notarize the deed free of charge. You may also check out your local library, court house or bank.



Q. Would you sell?

A. This is a willing seller’s program.  We cannot advise you of our opinion.



Q. In the future, may I buy back the interests?

A. Only through the Buyback Program and only if you re-inherit interests on the same tract you wish to purchase these interests from. 



Q. Why is the BIA handling this instead of each individual tribe?

A. The BIA is handling this because the project is being funded through government funds and the BIA was handed the responsibility to oversee the success of tribal purchases.



Q.  Will I be able to retire on this land?

A. If you sell the land you may not be able to retire on the land. You would have to seek permission from the Tribe since they would be deeded as the new owners. 



Q. How will this benefit me?

A. Up-front you will receive a financial benefit. And as for the unseen benefit your Tribe will have the opportunity to use the land to its advantage. The possibilities are endless. 



Q. Can my minor child be a witness?

A. No, your minor child cannot be witness. It must be someone that is 18 years or older. We prefer a non-relative, like a friend, neighbor or coworker.



Q. John Doe is disabled; can I help with their sale? 

A. Yes, but John must give permission for us to speak with you AND he must sign his own signature on all of his own paperwork.



Q. Can my minor child sell their interests?

A. No, a minor child is able to sell their interest, but the process is lengthy. Depending on the state in which you live, the rules may differ. In SD, you have to follow state and tribal statutes and must have proper authority through a law judge. There may be additional limitations placed on the use of payment. For instance the judge may declare “a minor must use the money towards a great financial hardship such as: school, braces, and medical needs” are just a few examples. 



Q. Why do you need to know all this information on the application?

A. It is important that the application is filled out to its entirety, because it is an official document giving your consent to proceed with this process. We take that information to confirm that you are the landowner and that no one else is selling your land interests without your knowledge. Also, we are able to confirm the information in your IIM Account matches in the case documents are needed.















Q. I have John Doe’s Power of Attorney; may I sell his land on his behalf? 

A. Why are you the POA? Is John Doe able to understand that he is doing a land sale?  If he is competent and able to fill out the papers on his own, this may be the way that you would like to complete the land sale.  It is often a less lengthy process.  The POA can complete all of the forms from start to finish if you have the proper paperwork.  The POA papers required are often dependent on State laws for the sale of land.  In SD, the POA papers must state that the POA has power to sale lands in Trust.  If it doesn’t already state this, you will need to go through tribal court to have this added and/or the tracts you are selling may need to be listed on the POA papers per the judge’s decision. The POA papers will then need to go through BIA review and approval before the land sale can be finalized.



Q. Can I trade this land for other land?

A. We are not able to trade land for you. Contact your Realty office. We do have a buyback program in which you may be able to purchase from a tract that has had an interest sold through ILCP and that you are a current owner in.



Q. Does the denominator indicate the number of people who hold interests?

A. No. It is how many pieces the tract is split into.



Q. How did you find me?

A. Your information was in our database.  



Q. When you retire my file, do you get rid of it?

A. When your file is retired it is set aside and kept within our records. 



Q. If I don’t sell are you going to keep the land anyways?

A. If you decide not to sell the land legally it is still yours. We will not continue to approach you once you have made a decision. 



Q. Will I still be part of the tribe if I sell my land?

A. Yes, the selling of your land does not affect your enrollment within the tribe. You will still be part of the tribe.

Q. Can my check be sent in someone else’s name?

Q. Why do I have to sign the deed before I receive a check? How will I know I will get paid? 

A. The deed must be signed before a check is received, because it is a legal document granting official permission that you consent with the land sale and will accept the check. Once the deed is received back in our office, it is signed by the BIA and title of the land will be transferred from your name to the Tribe before payment is requested. 



Q. What if I die before I receive my check?

A. If you die before you receive the check, then the check will have to be probated according to your heirs and disbursed amongst them. 

	

Q. Where do the checks come from?

A. The checks are mailed from OST (The Office of Special Trustee for American Indians), Albuquerque, NM. 



Q. If I wanted the check put into someone else’s name could I do that?

A. You may not have a check put into someone else’s name. If IIIM Account is set up for ACH, the bank account must be in your name as well. 



Q. May I drive there and pick up the check? 

A. The check is sent directly from OST office from Albuquerque, NM, and they do not allow for anyone to pick up checks individually. 



Q. If I owe back taxes will the IRS keep my check?

A. If you owe back taxes the IRS will not keep or subtract the amount from the check. We do not contact anyone (i.e. IRS, Social Security, or General Assistance) that you are doing a sale.

Q. Can I get a lease on this land?

A. After you sell your land you would need to contact the tribal realty office to determine if you are able to get a lease on the land. Factors that may affect the ability to receive a lease on the land are whether or not the land has a current lease that has not expired yet and whether the tribe plans to use the land for similar purposes.



Q.  Will there be any potential income off this allotment in the future?

A. We are not able to council you on how to perceive your future benefits. But most likely if you have not been receiving any income from the land then there may not be any potential future income. 



Q. Will I continue to get lease payments for land I sell?
A. Lease payments will stop when land is sold.

Q. Can I do more than one sale?
A. Yes, as long as you have purchasable interests, you may have multiple sales.



Q. Do I have to sell my Interests?

A. No.  Each landowner has the decision to sell their own land interest.

Q. Do I have to sell everything?

A. You do not have to sell everything. You may sell a couple of interests today and come back and sell the rest next year, as long as there are purchasable interests (have a value, fit into guidelines, and have funding). Now as a landowner you are not allowed to separate surface and mineral rights



Q. What is the process for selling my land? 

A. There are a few steps involved in order to sell your land. We will send out the offer along with the application packet (10 days to mail). When you return the packet- application, waiver, and Inventory Approval Form- we will know what interests you intend on selling and a deed can be drafted (10 days to mail). When you receive the deed you must take it and fill it out with a notary, who must also notarize it. Once we receive the deed back in our office, it will be approved and sent for title transfer, which may take 2-3 weeks. Once title is transferred we can request the payment and it will be mailed from Albuquerque within 5-7 business days.



Q. Who am I selling this land to?

A. The land is being bought with government funds, but the tribe is the one who ends up with the land. All land sold goes to the respective tribe in Trust with the US Government.



Q. What will the tribe do with this land? 

A. It is the tribe’s decision to do to the land as they see fit. They may build housing developments, community centers, medical centers, schools, or farm the land, to name a few.

	

Q. I am not interested in selling, can you stop contacting me?

A. We respect your decision and will retire your file. If you decide to sell in the future feel free to give us a call. Please be sure that you have someone help you with your Estate planning. 

	

Q. Do all of my siblings and I have to be in agreeance about selling our land interests? 

A. No. Each of you would be doing individual sales selling your individual land interests. They will not even be informed that you are completing a sale as it does not affect them. Each sibling would need to contact our office if they wanted to sell and each would be done separately from others. 



Q. Is this all the land I have? 

A. Not necessarily. We may have guidelines that restrict what we can purchase. There are some tracts that we do not have values for, some may have Life Estates placed on them, and some may not be in land areas that we deal with at this time. The tracts on your inventory are all that can be purchased at this time. 



Q. Why is the payment different than my sister, brother, uncle, etc?

A. The payment is calculated according to the worth of your interest. Maybe your sibling owned interest within a separate tract, therefore making the value of the land different or they owned a larger amount of interest. Also, the timing of your sibling’s sale may be a factor in the difference in amounts. When did they sell? The appraised FMV and guidelines may have been different. 



Q. How long will it take to get my money?

A. That depends on the length of the process and how quickly your paperwork is sent back to the Land Consolidation Office. After deed is returned to our office and approved by the BIA, the title is transferred and payment is requested.  Once payment is requested, it typically takes three days for check to be disbursed. Once disbursed, if payment is not received within 10 days, please contact us so a trace may be put on the check. Total sale time can vary depending on how fast paperwork is returned to the office.



Q. My sister doesn’t want to sell, so can I?
A. Each landowner has individual interests acquired thru probate or deed.  If your siblings decide to not sell, as is their right, you may still proceed with the sale.  Each sibling would need to contact our office if they want to sell and each would be done separately from the others

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Fair Market Value   Frequently Asked Questions     Q .  What is the FMV? How is the value of the land figured?     A.   Appraisals are completed by the Department of the Interior for each tract of land. Your share  of the appraisal on a particular tract is what your  FMV is and what is shown on the offer.  Fair  market value is the 100% value of the land base times your share.     Q.   Is the amount negotiable?     A.   This amount is non - negotiable. This is a willing seller’s program, so you may  decline sale if  y ou wish.     Q.   May   I keep the minerals?    A.   Under this act we are not allowed to separate the surface rights and the minerals rights. A  “both” tract is listed on your ITI as such and means surface and minerals have not been split.     If  the tract has been split, you have the  option of selling the surface or the minerals or declining  them. Surface means above ground, mineral means underground (coal, oil, etc).     Q.   If I sell my interests today will the value change if I would have waited to sell in the future?   A.   The land may or   may not change value. The values we are using for Great Plains are current  as of December 2008.
