Department Job Corps Conservation Center Coordinator since December 1964, has returned to the
Department's Bureau of Indian Affairs as Assistant Director of its Sacramento, Calif., Area Office.

Old Coyote attended elementary and high schools in Hardin, Mont.; Haskell Institute, Lawrence, Kan.;
and Morningside College, Sioux City, Iowa. He served in the Army Air Force during World War II as an
aerial engineer-gunner, flying 50 missions in the European and Mediterranean Theaters.

He will succeed Marvin Ripke, who retired January 11.
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
