Mexico. He has in the past served as Treasurer, Acting General Manager of the Utility Division and
Director of Administration for the Navajo Tribe.

A veteran of World War II, McCabe has a B.S. degree from Tulsa University and an M.Ed. in Education
Administration from the Harvard Graduate School of Education.
