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A 1976 calendar of Indian celebrations, ceremonials, fairs and other special events open to the public
has been published by the Bureau of Indian Affairs.

The 40-page pocket-size booklet is designed to provide tourists in Indian country with information about
historical commemorations, arts and crafts fairs, rodeos, pow-wows, native dances, religious
observances and other attractions.

Events are listed by state, dates and locations. Brief, general advice for potential visitors is included.
Addresses and phone numbers of BIA field offices where additional information is available are listed.
